Louis Armstrong is a founding father of jazz

century. 

Louis Armstrong entertained millions, from
heads of state and royalty to the kids on his
stoop in the multi-racial, working class
neighborhood of Corona, Queens where he
resided for three decades. 

That home is now The Louis Armstrong
House Museum, a New York City and State
Historical Landmark.

Since 2003, Armstrong’s rich legacy, as well
as his wife Lucille’s, has been preserved and
shared through LAHM’s 60,000-piece
archives – the largest of any jazz musician -

Indoor Jazz Room
concerts will join our outdoor
Garden Concert series to
exponentially increase the
Museum's live music offerings. 

Louis Armstrong's music is
timeless, as evidenced by his 2022
Holiday album reaching the
Billboard Top 10. Armstrong Now
and The Jazz Room will bring this
urgent artistic expression to
today's audiences.

The Jazz Room
Armstrong Now artists include
Matthew Whitaker, Alain Lauture,
Ulysses Owens and 2023 Grammy
winner, Samara Joy.

The Armstrong Now Artist in
Residence and Signature programs
contextualize Armstrong’s
contributions within historical and
21st Century constellations of
Black making, thinking, and
vitality. The program provides
emerging and established
multidisciplinary artists with a
platform to create and perform
new work inspired by the vast
Armstrong Archives collections.

A 2023 partnership with the U.S.
State Department's Art in
Embassies Program and the
Shaikh Ebrahim Center, which
brought Director Regina Bain to
the Kingdom of Bahrain in the
Middle East to present on Louis
Armstrong's global legacy.

Global Ambassadors
Louis Armstrong played in over 62 countries, both privately and as part of
the U.S. State Department's Jazz Ambassadors Program. The Museum takes
up that legacy by engaging with Armstrong's global fans virtually and in-
person and bringing those global partnerships back to Queens. The Global
Ambassadors Program has included:

A 2021 partnership with the
U.S. Embassy in Moscow and
the Forum for Cultural
Engagement to bring Dave
Brubeck's Real Ambassadors
Musical to students in Russia.



JAZZ AND HIP HOP
MAP OF QUEENS

A special project of the Museum, Mapping Jazz and Hip-Hop in Queens will
explore how a prolific jazz community in Queens had significant influence on
the rise of hip-hop in the borough.

Many jazz legends lived in Queens during the 40’s, 50’s and 60’s, including
Louis Armstrong, Ella Fitzgerald, Count Basie, and Dizzy Gillespie. Also,
seminal hip-hop musicians including Nas, MC Shan, LL Cool J, Q-Tip and
many more grew up in Queens during the 60’s, 70’s and 80’s.

Building upon The Queens Jazz Trail map commissioned by Flushing Town
Hall in 1998 and the 60,000-piece Louis Armstrong Archives, Mapping Jazz
and Hip-Hop in Queens will conduct interviews and research to chart the
homes of music artists of the era affiliated with Queens. We will also explore
the genealogy of connection, including neighborhoods, familial and friendship
ties, as well as listening and sampling patterns. 

The project will document the oral history of these two major art forms in
Queens and make this knowledge accessible to the public through an
interactive digital map.
